15, UNITS SHOULD BE BEDDED ON A MINIMUM 100mm OF
SEMI-DRY CONCRETE. SIT THE HEADWALL LEVEL OR WITH A SLIGHT
FALL 1:50 FROM PIPE TO SPILL MOUTH.
